LIQUOR COMMISSION

LIQUOR VIOLATION-Mayor Huschen stated that he spoke to the Village Attorney, Tom Janssen, and he indicated that most of these will go very lightly, but that a stern warning should be given in a letter. Mayor Huschen asked for the opinion of the Board as to how to proceed. Trustee Braker thought the owner of the establishment should come before the Board and explain why it happened and then a decision could be made. Trustee Blunier stated that he felt the same way as Braker. Trustee Hasler asked if there were 2 separate violations by 2 different businesses. Mayor Huschen stated that there was a violation of selling alcohol to a minor at Freedom and selling alcohol to a minor at Cindy’s Corner Pub. Trustee Hasler stated that the violation at Cindy’s Corner Pub is more serious than the violation that occurred at Freedom and that it should be handled differently. Trustee Braker asked a letter would be sent and the fine be waived for such a serious violation. Mayor Huschen stated that the issue can be discussed again at the committee meeting in January.   
ZONING BOARD MEMBER- Mayor Huschen stated that he was made aware of a resignation of a zoning board member. Huschen stated that he may have a candidate to fill the vacancy. Huschen stated that the person should be trustworthy and be willing to follow the laws.

He stated that there has been extra coverage and the detectives are still working on some leads that they have gotten. Trustee Blunier stated that things are normally pretty quiet in Roanoke and asked if this sort of activity is occurring in other communities. Sgt. Smith stated that this is a nationwide problem due to the economy and people are getting desperate.
